wonderful result for farmers whom find themselves well ahead on the year. Export lambs totting up
to hit £125 for 45kg from G Martin, Warmington. Nice to see R S Whatton & Son here at Rugby to
see 45.5kg to £122.50 with Messrs Leadbeater 40 and 41kg to £122. Heavies a smart trade and
topping at £149 for 49kg from N Walker with shape at 46kg from S & A May £139. Heavy lambs in
short supply but a top of £138.50 for 53.5kg from EJ Taylor & Son and the marvellous Martin Morris,
Hinkley 52kg to £137.
