£170 from J & R Lowe whilst Cornwall wonderer RJ Brendon saw Beltex to £166. Wilson5 Suffolks to 
£155. Heavy Lean Ewes regularly over £150 with White Faces mostly over £140 and Suffolks £138 
from Messrs Lowe but generally £120 to £130. Mules well back on the week although topping at 
£125.50 from R J Summers with most £118 if lean meat and £15 deduction for fat. Ewe trade should 
be now monitored as Ramadan closes.

Another yarding of Hoggs that represented all today including the Rare Breeds all the way through 
to some excellent runs of Hoggs shipped up from Devon to meet the Midlands competitive Market. 
Mainly clear up in the SQQ weight band but still an SQQ of 296p/kg as competition reigns once 
again. Top today from Cheshire Young Farmer  C Mcmillan selling super shape at 36kg to 381p/k 
ahead of the Cotswolds not so Young Farmer D G Coombes to 361p/kg. Nice export Hoggs well 
chased and Dave Doody International Transport Ltd saw 38kg to 349p/kg with Hillside 45kg to 
344p/kg and 43kg from PD & DM Hopcraft 344p/kg. In the heavies a top today for long distance 
travelling MB & KN Crabb selling 47kg to 326p/kg ahead of Hillside at 52kg for 323p/kg and 48kg 
to 319p/kg. In the lump Export weights to a top of £155 for 45kg with 43kg to £148 from PD & 
DM Hopcraft and JS Arthers 42.5kg to £142. Heavies in abundance and top today £170 at 54kg 
and 61kg from Hillside with £168 at 52 and 54kg.
