To see is to believe. An SQQ of 328p/kg. Just over 2500 Hoggs on a Bank Holiday met a ring full 
of Buyers looking to replenish Stocks after Easter with Accounts to fill on the Continent. Hoggs 
predicted to be a fast trade but the outcome not foreseen. A deadweight equivalent now closer to 
£7 per kg/dw!!!! Best end Hoggs on fire throughout with Northern Buyers going head to head with 
the Southerners but on the whole the Midlands Buyers taking the numbers (the Midlands farmers 
perhaps the only winners!!!).
Export Hoggs topping at 395p/kg today for N Redfern at 37kg Beltex with R Richins 38kg 
to 389p/kg and D W Gurney & Son 375p/kg. City Hoggs off the clock with the Harborough 
wandered Steve Langers Leedham taking 31kg to 371p/kg!! Export Hoggs in spec generally 310- 
320p/kg with best end £360p/kg plus. Heavies back in vogue and not one customer without 
a Heavy Account. 50kg to 342p/kg for Humphrey Livestock and F A Walker 48kg to 340p/kg 
with 47kg to 338p/kg and shaped 54kg to 333p/kg from Humphrey Livestock. Export Hoggs to 
£165 at 45kg the same also selling 45kg to £158.50 and 43kg to £158. Hull Farms 45kg to £157. 
Overall a top today of £181 and £180 for Humphrey Livestock 54 – 55kg with K Attfield 72kg 
£176. Amorise Farms £172 x 2 pens and H & J East £171 x 2 pens.
Very probably the top of the Tree for the Hoggs before the Elasticity of Demand is tested but Hogg 
should be pushed hard to kill before Teeth erupt.
Teeth Hoggs sold today seeing a £20 discount.

The only thing in hotter demand than Hoggs. Topping at 400p/kg and £135p/kg for Ellen 
Mcmillan.
