We did 
manage to get within half of a penny of 300p/kg SQQ with trade starting a 315p/kg but dying 
throughout as Abattoirs ended Export Orders to close down prior to the Festival. In honesty 
a very poor yard of quality as lambs rushed away and many pens barely better than Store 
Lambs. Better end lambs selling to 349p/kg for Wendy Taylor with Fresh lambs ringing the 
bell at 40kg whilst W Warner smart lambs 344p/kg and J Hughes 44kg to 336p/kg. Weighted 
lambs to 50kg at 330p/kg from MM Clarke & Sons whilst E J Taylor & Son 46kg to 315p/
kg with Messrs Pugh and Lowe 313p/kg for 47kg. Export Lambs to £148 at 44kg from J & 
R Lowe with TH & R Gibbs 44kg to £144 and J Man CEO 44kg at £142. Overall weight the 
easiest thing to sell with Heavy lambs in demand throughout. Topping at £166 for 59kg from 
R Coley & Partners and CD Harrison & Sons. £165 for MM Clarke & Sons and £162 for J 
& S Tombs with J & R Lowe £160.  Next week will see Bastille day and the hangover of the 
Festival which will require a decrease in Supply.
