A swift uplift in numbers with Vendors taking the gamble on a Bank Holiday weekend to sell 
lambs to Customers who wouldn’t have Abbatoirs open until Tuesday. Frankly the gamble paid 
off massively with plenty of Lambs over 400p/kg and an SQQ of 373p/kg which rises to 390p/
kg if you count only SQQ weights upto 41kg. Top today a single Pure Texel 35kg from M Toon 
seeing 446p/kg. A niche market at the moment is allowing underweights a massive trade which 
the Warner Bros took advantage of to sell big pens of 27.5kg to 444p/kg with Leam Farming 
seeing lots of profit from his weekends work at 427p/kg. Shape at 34.5kg from Chiltern Beltex 
saw 426p/kg whilst more traditional weights from P Cobley saw 36.5kg to 423p/kg. C D Harrison 
& Sons saw 38.5kg at 403p/kg and MM Clarke & Sons 40kg at 400p/kg. In the heavies a real 
trade considering a limited end user for heavy weight lambs. Top 45.5kg from Crockwell Farms 
to 343p/kg with E Brain & Sons 47.5kg to 342p/kg and H Faulkner & Sons 46kg to 335p/kg. In 
the lump Export and home Asian trade lambs a real flyer with massive unprecedented returns. 
Export weights top of the tree at £169 for 43kg and £166 at 41.5kg. E Brain & Sons Ltd 44kg to 
£163 and £160 for 40kg from M M Clarke & Sons. Heavies returning to £162.50 for 47.5kg from 
E Brain & Sons Ltd, Stratford Upon Avon with others £154 at 54kg and Crockwell Farms 49kg to

Top 
today the RFS Ltd team selling 42kg to 376p/kg with M & C Morris 40kg at 373p/kg and J Duggins, 
Derby to 344p/kg at 45kg. Heavies well chased selling to 355p/kg at 47kg from Jonjoe Morris and 
H & J East 349p/kg at 47kg also. Shape and meat regularly north of 300p/kg whatever the weight 
and heavies better contested today throughout. Top Export Hoggs to £158 for 42kg from RFS Ltd 
with Derbyshires, J Duggins 45kg to £155 and 40kg to £149 from M & C Morris. Top for the day 
£170 at 52kg from Jonjoe Morris with 47kg to £167 from the same whilst Dadbrook Farm Ltd, 
run of 250 topped at £166 for 49kg with H & J East £164 at 47kg.

Zealand dairies. Trade though must be reported as strong once again. Young Cattle remaining a nice 
trade with many buyers looking for long term prospects in these times of high returns. Yearlings set 
us of well from JS & N Morley with Angus Steers to £955 before Tim Perkin Herefords topped at 
£875. Townshend Partners, Redditch chapters turn today saw Blondes to £910 as yearlings with 
sisters £800. Bucket Calves done well do pay and a top of £970 for 12 month Blue Steers from Tom 
Badger Fencing set his run off well with 11 month old Lincoln Reds to £875 and Heifers to £750. Pure 
Charolais Heifers from Amy Wright saw £950 at 11 months of age and £940 at 13 months. Into the 
single Suckled and Nuneaton vendor CD & MA Vernon saw £1155, £1140 and £1090 for Simmental 
Steers at 13 months of age. Similar goods from J D Stephens saw £1090 for a pen of Limousin. A super 
run from Ibbetson & Crawley this year to see 14 month old Simmentals at £1230 for a pair with others 
£1110 and sisters £1065 to £1060. E W Blood & Son, Sibson new to this ring sold well to see Angus 
at 15 months to £1180 and £1165 for Steers whilst 10 month old Limousin Steers saw £1090 and 
£1080 with Sister to £1075. L C Threadgold & Son saw £1110 at 16 months of age for nice Angus 
with younger £1005. P F Baker sold yearlings at £1065 for Simmentals. Townsend Farms, Cherington 
then showed super growth rates as a wonderful advert for Herefords to see £1210 at 17 months.
